LHUMC Preschoolers History
In the spring of 1973, Brenda Stephens a member of LHUMC was contacted by a friend who served on the Glen Burnie Y.W.C.A. advisory committee to approach LHUMC about room usage for the expansion of a preschool activity group in Linthicum.  The Glen Burnie program was full and they had a lengthy wait list.  After careful consideration, Rev. Harold Bell Wright and the Administrative Board of LHUMC approved the Y.W.C.A preschool program expansion and the use of a church Sunday school classroom. The Anne Arundel County Zoning commission approved the program expansion and also granted permission to use the county park located across School Lane. 

In the fall of 1973, the preschool opened with Brenda Stephens and Barbara Schafer being the first teachers.  The 3-year old class met on Wednesdays and the 4-year old class met on Tuesdays and Thursdays.  The classes were held from 9:00 to 11:30 am with 20 children in each class.  A year later, due to the popularity of the program, permission was granted for the program to expand to 5 days a week.  The 3-year old classes met on Tuesday and Thursday and the 4-year old class met on Monday, Wednesday and Friday.  The classes filled to capacity of 20 in each class.  

Brenda’s mother was an educator who worked to develop the Head Start program in Hardin County, Ohio under President John F. Kennedy’s administration.  Brenda worked very closely with her mother to develop an educational plan and curriculum.  Brenda’s mother was also a member of the Ohio State Reading Circle Board, and she donated numerous children’s books which served as the preschool’s first library. With a small operating budget, the teachers used their own children’s toys along with generous gifts from church members to create learning centers for the children in the program.    

Over the years, the program was enhanced to benefit the community even further. In 1991, a school age childcare program opened to benefit parents whose children attended Linthicum Elementary school across the street.  In 1992, a playground was built on the church property instead of using the county park across School Lane.  In 1994, with the approval of Rev. Crider, LHUMC began overseeing the program instead of the Y.W.C.A.  In 2006, the school age childcare program expanded to include childcare for students enrolled in the 4-year old preschool program.

The preschool is proud to be an integral part of the spiritual growth, nurturing and early education of so many young children within the local communities.  We look forward to continuing this service for many years to come.
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Mission Statement
The LHUMC Preschoolers shall exist to provide quality educational experiences in a Christian atmosphere, for preschool children (ages 3 and 4) in the Linthicum and surrounding areas.  The goals of the program are to help each child grow in socialization skills, cognitive abilities, motor skills and Christian spiritual awareness.  The program will not discriminate on the basis of race, sex, color or creed.  Children with specific circumstances will be considered on an individual basis.
Class Times

Four-year old classes meet on Monday, Wednesday and Friday.  The morning class (4AM) meets from 9:00am to 11:30am.  The afternoon class (4PM) meets from noon to 2:30pm.

Three-year old classes meet on Tuesday and Thursday.  The morning class (3AM) meets from 9:00am to 11:00am.  The afternoon class (3PM) meets from noon to 2:00pm.

Abuse Statement

An operator who has reason to believe that a child has been abused or neglected shall report that belief to the protective services unit of the local department of Social Services or to a law enforcement agency, as required under Maryland law.  All children will be monitored daily by the LHUMC Preschoolers staff.

If a child is delivered to the school in a condition subject to question (i.e., cuts, bruises, burns, etc.), the child MAY NOT be accepted into the program session for that day.  In addition, Protective services may be called and the “delivering adult” could be requested to accompany the child to a medical facility for examination.  This would be done at the cost of the parent or legal guardian.  If the child has already been examined by a health official, please submit a release to the teachers/director.
Entrance Requirements
The LHUMC Preschoolers is a licensed child care facility.  It is in full compliance of all the rules and regulations of the Maryland State Department of Education.  Each year the church is visited by a licensing specialist and a fire department inspector.  The program is observed and all medical forms are examined.  Each teacher is required to have certification in early childhood education and must participate in continuing education each year.  In addition, First Aid and CPR certificates are required for at least one person on the premises.
All children MUST have completed and have on file, a copy of the following:
1. Health inventory (which must be signed by BOTH the parent and a health officer).

If your child does not have a dentist, put “not applicable” (N/A).

3. Emergency Card: every line on BOTH sides must be completed and signed.  
4. Information Sheet: If there is a legal separation of divorce, there MUST be a document from the court system regarding custody rights of the child on file with the program.  Otherwise, we will have no legal recourse but to allow a biological parent permission to remove a child from the church premises.
All children MUST have a basic knowledge and understanding of the English language.  Each child MUST be able to express him/herself in the English language (i.e., “potty,” “hurt,” thirsty,” etc.)  (All children are required to be toilet trained.  NO “paper panties” allowed.)
F.Y.I.

All child care workers at LHUMC Preschoolers have favorable reports on their criminal background checks, and are certified by the Maryland State Department of Education.  In following the MSDE Childcare guidelines, the staff is certified in First Aid and CPR.
Developmental Screening
Maryland State Department of Education requires all children up to kindergarten entry attending regulated care and early childhood educational programs have a developmental screening conducted.
Developmental screening is used to celebrate a child’s achievement as well as refer them for support and services when there is an area of concern.  Developmental screenings, along with regular physical exams, hearing tests and vision tests, are important ways to monitor a child’s growth and development.  A child’s development can be measured by how a child learns, speaks, moves, behaves and relates.  Skills such as smiling, waving, and talking are developmental milestones.  Results from developmental screenings indicate which children would benefit from a full evaluation and assessment.  Children who receive early intervention services generally do better in the long term than those identified later.  Upon completion of the screening, we will inform you of the findings and whether a referral to another agency for further evaluation is necessary.
Parents should consider this process as part of the required state documentation in order for your child to attend a licensed childcare program within the state.
The screening tool our program will use is called the Ages & Stages Questionnaires®, Third Edition (ASQ-3™).  Our screening process will begin in September.  Additional information including a consent form will be sent home with your children.
Discipline Policy

The “diversion technique” will be used whenever it becomes necessary to discipline a child.  Our preschool has many toys and interesting learning centers which are available to divert a child’s attention to avoid a combative confrontation.  Never is a child spanked nor disciplined in a physical manner.  Occasionally a child will choose to place him/herself on a “time-out” chair to reevaluate the decision made not to listen, pay attention or follow directions.  The classes make and enforce the classroom rules.  Only on a rare occasion are parents contacted.  We try to instill in your child the ability to be responsible for his/her actions.  We are learning to love one another.
Prayer and Religion

The LHUMC Preschoolers is operated by the Linthicum Heights United Methodist Church.  As such, it is considered an outreach ministry to the community’s children.  There will be inclusion of prayer, Bible verses, Bible stories and Bible songs in the daily program at the beginning of each class period from the ecumenical point of view.  There are chapel services which are led by the pastor.

Paper Towels, Tissues

Many paper towels and tissues are used.  It has been suggested that a way to trim the cost of supplies would be to have a donation of these items to the preschoolers.  It would be greatly 
appreciated if your child could contribute to our supplies by bringing paper towels or tissues.

Parent’s Telephone Numbers & Email
Parent’s telephone numbers and email have been very beneficial to our preschool families the last several years.  As your children are making new friends, play dates and parties are becoming very important to them.  Therefore, as soon as all information has been gathered, lists will be compiled and distributed.  You can opt out of having your phone number and/or email shared on the “Parental Acknowledgement” form at the end of this document.  Remember, these lists are for preschool use only and should NOT be disseminated or used for solicitations of any kind.

Car Pools

Lists of names, addresses and phone numbers of any and all persons authorized to transport your child MUST be submitted in writing.  In case of one person picking up several children, please remember that these are private arrangements, for which LHUMC assumes no responsibility.  It is suggested that parents check with their auto insurance agent before forming car pools.
All persons picking up a child must be prepared to show picture identification.

Remember!  Your child is concerned if you are not on time for the dismissal.  We try hard to be on time.  We ask that you try hard, too.  In case of emergencies, please phone us at 
410-850-4147. Please put this number in your cell phone or wallet.

Fees

There is a $75.00 non-refundable fee for application, registration and insurance.  The fee MUST be paid by ALL persons BEFORE the State Department of Education required forms will be distributed.  Acceptance of the application form and payment of the registration fee of $75.00 assures your child a place in our program.  In return, we expect that you will honor your enrollment for the term unless you move from the area or some unusual circumstances makes a mutual agreement to dissolve the contract the most advantageous arrangement for the child.
Tuition Payments

Tuition for the school year will be: 4-year olds = $1,350.00 per year (payable in full or in 9 equal payments of $150.00); 3-year olds = $1,215.00 per year (payable in full or in 9 equal payments of $135.00).  For parents who have two children enrolled in the preschool, the monthly rates are as follows: two 4-year olds - $150.00 + $115.00 = $265.00 per month; two 3-year olds - $135.00 + $110.00 = $245.00 per month; One 4-year old and one 3-year old - $150.00 + $110.00 = $260.00 per month.  Payments are due by the first of the month.  Late fees will be assessed in the amount of $10.00.  Make checks or money orders payable to LHUMC Preschoolers and mark child’s complete name and month of payment on check.  No cash payments will be accepted.  Tuition payments are to be deposited in the “Tuition Box” located in the classroom.  Your canceled check will be your receipt.  If there are financial circumstances requiring tuition payments to be delayed, this request MUST be in writing and submitted to the director as soon as the reason becomes apparent.

Please check with your tax consultant before claiming preschool tuition as an IRS deduction.  

Scholarship Information

A few partial scholarships MAY be available.  These would be based on extreme, special circumstances.  Written application letters will be reviewed by the director and two members appointed from the preschool committee.
Activity Fee
In order to offer the children enrolled in the preschool program many wonderful learning experiences and activities, additional funds are necessary.  Therefore, a $40 non-refundable activity fee per child enrolled in the program is required.  This fee will be due the beginning of the school year.
Parent and Teacher Communication

We feel that keeping the lines of communication open between the parents, care givers and teachers is very important.  At dismissal time, a teacher will provide daily classroom activity announcements and upcoming reminders.
Also, a monthly newsletter will be sent home highlighting important dates and reminders for the month.

And most importantly, if at any time you have questions or concerns regarding your child, please call the school phone number, leave a brief message and either the director or a teacher will return your call within one school day.
Individual parent conferences will be held for the students in the four-year old classes to discuss kindergarten readiness.  You will have an opportunity to sign-up for these later in the school year.

Proper School Attire

Play is hard work for preschoolers.  As adorable or handsome as your child may look in an outfit, please dress him/her in clothes that are COMFORTABLE to him/her!  AVOID belts, hard snaps, many buttons, body suits and tights, gloves and party shoes.  Your child will get dirty.  Your child needs to build confidence in going to the bathroom alone.  Long lines form and accidents happen when children struggle with difficult clothing.
All children MUST wear rubber-soled shoes that either tie or have buckles or Velcro closures.  Sandals or flip flop shoes are not appropriate!  Wood chips can cause injury if the child does not wear enclosed shoes (i.e., tennis shoe).  NO EXCEPTIONS!!

Since regulations require outside play, your child MUST be dressed appropriately.  LABEL all sweaters, jackets, sweatshirts, boots, hats and mittens.  Children often have duplicate clothing at school.

School T-Shirts MUST be worn on all trips for easy identification by chaperones.  The first one is free, additional T-shirts may be purchased at cost.  School sweatshirts are optional and will be available for purchase.  
School Field Trips

School field trips are different from Family Outings.  Field trips are generally for children enrolled in the appropriate class and an adult chaperone.  The cost of the field trips will be determined by the activity fee and the actual cost of the trip.  Most trips require an adult chaperone.   School buses will be used to transport children on MOST field trips.  When using private vehicles, Maryland law requires seat belts for everyone.  (EVERY CHILD UNDER 8 YEARS OLD MUST RIDE IN AN APPROPRIATE CHILD RESTRAINT UNLESS THE CHILD IS 4 FEET, 9 INCHES OR TALLER.)
Family Outings

Family outings are social times when tickets may be purchased for many family members.  Transportation is provided on school buses.

A trip to see Disney on Ice has been enjoyed by children enrolled in our program, their accompanying adults and other family members.  No child may go alone!  These outings are not mandatory.  Preschool does not contribute funds for family outings.
Sign-up sheets and envelopes for checks will be posted on the preschool bulletin boards.  When information is received, regarding dates and prices, there will be VERY little time to make reservations.  Plan ahead now.  Checks should be made payable to LHUMC Preschoolers.
In the past, the ticket prices have been great.  Performances are in the morning and usually last about two hours.  Bag lunches and box drinks may be taken.  Bus transportation is available from LHUMC.  There are NO regular classes on these dates.

All preschoolers must wear their school T-shirt.

There is no reduction in cost for persons choosing alternative means of transportation.
Reading Challenge

Reading is the single most important skill your child must develop in life.  Without being able to read and comprehend, your child will be unable to experience properly the disciplines of mathematics and science.  It is, therefore, our responsibility to instill in your child the love of the written word.  Several years ago, a challenge was issued to the parents to read to their child TEN (10) MINUTES daily in English.  It was further suggested that a record of the titles of the books be kept.  Fascination was experienced as the numbers of the books read to the children grew into the thousands.  The program has expanded.  Now, each child, who turns in a reading list on either Thursdays (3’s) or Friday (4’s) will receive one (1) sticker for each ten (10) books on the list.  McDonald’s of Linthicum, donates certificates.  If a child turns in lists equaling fifty (50) or more books per month, that child will receive a certificate.  These certificates may be used at McDonald’s on Nursery Road and Elkridge Landing Road.  In order to have a visual aid for the children, it has been decided to build a penny collection.  On the day the lists are collected, each child may bring a penny representing each book read.  It is exciting to watch the penny collection grow.  This is not a mandatory activity.  Participation is entirely voluntary.  At the end of each school year children are recognized for their reading achievements.

The pennies, which are collected, are used to enhance the program.  In May, 1995, the LHUMC Preschoolers received a Governor’s Citation for “its commitment to excellence in education.”  We strive to continue this quality of program.

Pre-Registration
Pre-Registration for the next school year will start being accepted in September, while actual registration will begin in January.  Applicants must submit a completed registration form along with the $75.00 non-refundable deposit to register.  To maintain your child’s spot in the program you will be required to pay one month’s tuition (non-refundable) by June 1st.  This tuition payment will be applied as the final tuition payment for the month of May. If by June 1st, we have not received your tuition payment, you will forgo your deposit and spot in the preschool program.   If you register after June 1st, you will be required to submit the registration form along with the $75.00 non-refundable deposit and one month’s tuition.  Tuition rates are set at the beginning of January for the next school year.  
Children, who are registered in the three-year old class, will have first opportunity to register for the four-year old class until February 1st.  Then, there will be open enrollment on a first-come first-served basis.

The classes fill quickly.  In the past several years, only word-of-mouth advertising has been used.  If you know someone who might be interested in our program – pass the word.

Photo of Your Child

Please provide recent snapshot photos of your child to be used in classroom projects.  These photos are needed by the second week of school.  The photos should be about 2 x 2 inches. 

3 year old classes - please provide one (1) recent snapshot of your child
4 year old classes - please provide two (2) recent snapshots of your child

Journals

Each child is asked to have a journal for their daily work.  We ask that children in our three-year old classes have one journal and children in our four-year old classes have two journals.  Their journal(s) will be returned to you at years end as a record of your child’s accomplishments.

Please purchase a composition book (bound “marble-style” – NOT a loose leaf or coil type notebook).  On the front cover, glue a photo of your child.  Allow your child to decorate the outside cover with stickers, etc.

Write your child’s name on the inside of the front cover.  The name should be written using an uppercase letter to begin the name and the remaining letters should be written in lower case letters (e.g., Judy, Jacob, etc.)

Explanation of Holidays

The preschoolers will celebrate Christmas and Easter.  The birth, life and death of Jesus Christ will be discussed.  Thanksgiving will be a sharing time.  We would appreciate having canned goods donated for the less fortunate.
We will celebrate Jesus’ Birthday with the children in the classroom with a very special birthday celebration.  With the spirit of giving upon us during the Christmas holiday season, we will be collecting gifts for the less fortunate.  These inexpensive gifts will be donated to less fortunate families within Anne Arundel County for Christmas.  

The Family – Santa Christmas party will include an inexpensive (approximately $10.00) gift exchange for children enrolled in the program.  Santa will distribute these gifts.  Boys will exchange with boys.  Girls will exchange with girls.  Please label “To: ___(Leave Blank)__  From: (Your Child’s Name).”  Gifts for siblings can be brought as well for Santa to distribute. Sibling gifts must be labeled with complete names of the child for proper distribution.
Halloween will be celebrated as an Autumn Costume Party.  Please allow your child to wear a non-threatening costume (no witches, devils, ninja turtles, power rangers, etc.).  We usually parade in front of the church and parents are invited to come back early to watch the parade.

The birthdays of Martin Luther King, Jr., Abraham Lincoln and George Washington will be recognized. We will recognize these Americans by learning some of their accomplishments.
Valentine parties will include the exchange of small cards.  Encourage your child to sign his/her own name ONLY.  Do NOT address these valentines to individuals.  The children will distribute the cards.
Easter Party – We will be visited by the Easter Bunny.  Each child is asked to decorate his/her own Easter hat to wear for the parade.  Each child will also need an empty Easter basket (no grass) to be used in the egg hunt.
B.S.O. – Tiny Tot Concerts

All children attending the four-year old class will have their tickets to the Baltimore Symphony Orchestra’s Tiny Tot Concerts paid for by preschool.  Parent’s tickets will be available in early September ONLY.  Cost per concert will be announced.

They will need to wear their green school T-shirt.  Parents who attend, may be asked to chaperone an additional child.

Bus transportation will be used to the concert.  The bus leaves LHUMC by 9:15am and returns to LHUMC by 11:30am.
Lunches

The 4’s will have lunch together on Fridays as indicated on the monthly calendars. In preparation for kindergarten, this is an opportunity for socialization and the learning of proper diet and manners.  Since this is a meal, please ensure that your child brings from home a lunch that is appropriate with veggies, fruit, and a small sandwich.  DO NOT SEND COOKIES ONLY!!  
The children may use a brown paper bag, insulated lunch pack, or lunch box.  Their name MUST be on the OUTSIDE TOP near the handle and easily read.  Due to state regulations, preschool will be providing ALL drinks for the students.  
Birthdays

Birthdays are very important to us.  Each child likes to be the “special person” for a day.  Your child will have the experience of wearing a birthday crown and sitting on the birthday chair.
Birthday lists are posted each month on the bulletin boards in the hall.  PLEASE SIGN YOUR CHILD’S NAME IN THE APPROPRIATE MONTH WITH THE DATE.  
The calendar will be checked and a date will be noted on the sign-up list when your child will be able to celebrate with the class.
Special treats may be shared (cookies, mini donuts, donut holes, mini cupcakes, rice krispie treats, etc) Due to the increase of food allergies and the safety of those students with allergies, we ask that these food items be store bought.  Please do not serve sheet cakes as these are too difficult to serve at snack time.  Due to fire regulations, candles are not permitted.

Weather

In case of inclement weather (hot or cold) we will abide by the decision of the Anne Arundel County Public School (AACPS) system.  Please listen to WBAL TV or radio for these announcements.

If schools have a TWO hour delayed opening, there will be NO MORNING class.  The afternoon class will meet as scheduled.
If schools have an EARLY closure, there will be NO AFTERNOON class.  The morning class will meet as scheduled.
Whenever possible, there will be a message on the phone answering machine – beginning at 
6:30 a.m.

Do not take any chances with your child’s safety.  You are the Parent.  Make the correct judgment.  Do not be swayed by a persuasive child.  Your lives are too important.

Mandatory Kindergarten

In the state of Maryland, all children having their 5th birthday on or before September 1st, MUST be registered in a Kindergarten program.  This may be a public, private or parochial school.

A parent may petition the Board of Education for a possible exemption waiver if it is felt that the child would benefit emotionally and socially from having additional time to mature.  If you are approved for an exemption waiver then the child must be registered in an approved developmentally appropriate preschool program.
When registering for kindergarten in Anne Arundel County Public Schools, you must present your child’s Birth Certificate, Immunization Record and Proof of Residence.

End of Year Procedures

The children work so hard throughout the school year, so it is important we recognize their achievements with end of the school year celebrations.

We will recognize our 3-year old students at an end of the year family celebration.  The students will receive their preschool certificates and any students with summer birthdays will be recognized.  Sign-up sheets will be posted on the bulletin board for suggested food contributions for this celebration.  

We will conclude the year with 2 celebrations for our 4-year old students. The teachers will spend a final day with the students, where they will be entertained with a fun performance, recognize students with summer birthdays, have lunch, hold a final graduation rehearsal, then fun and games.  However, the most important celebration will be the morning graduation ceremony where the children will receive their preschool diplomas.  All are welcome to attend this very special graduation ceremony!
